Cancellation Policy:

Level Duration Cancellation % Refund %

1 Before 40 days of Departure 10% 90%

2 Between 21 to 40 days of Departure 25% 75%

3 Between 11 to 20 days of Departure 40% 60%

4 Between 1 to 10 days of Departure 60% 40%

5 In last 24 hours of Departure 90% 10%

• Cancellation would be granted by the Project Manager or higher authorities on receiving cancellation request 

through registered mail ID.

• The refund amount will be paid in 7 working days through an AC payee cheque.

• The cancellation Amount will be counted on the full camp fees only.

• Note: In case of advanced payment done by the applicant, the remaining payment is to be done 

20 days before the departure, However the cancellation is applicable on the total camp fees only.
